At the same time we also have the means to run
our computers, so at last we have email, which will help us with
admlnlstratlon and the internet, which will be a very useful tool for training.

But we had another huge wind while Joseph was in
Malek Alel, which blew down a tree, and threatened to lift roofs. So we are
giving priority to securing the roofs more effectively, and we will then progress
further with the farm, as funds become available.
